Reading 
We will be reading a variety of adventure / 

super hero stories in literacy lessons and as 

part of our guided reading sessions. The 

skills that we will be focusing on in reading 

this half term are -

stated and implied e.g. ‘I think he will run 
away because even though it doesn’t say 
that he doesn’t like her brother, there are 
clues’  Makes comments generally supported by rel-

Spelling, Punctuation and 

Grammar 
Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar (SPaG) will be 

taught within literacy lessons and straight after 

lunch as a quick fire 15 minute activity. Skills 

covered will be— 
 

Words with the /k/ sound spelt ch (Greek in origin) 

Words with the /ʃ/ sound spelt ch (mostly French in 

origin)  

Words ending with the /g/ sound spelt –gue and the /k/ 

sound spelt –que (French in origin)  

Words with the /s/ sound spelt sc (Latin in origin)  

Words with the /eɪ/ sound spelt ei, eigh, or ey  

Grammar—determiners, pronouns, possessive 

pronouns, adverbials. 

Possessive and plural s 

Direct speech 

Science—Light 
To begin with we will recognise that we need light to 

see things and that darkness is the absent of light. 

We will then look at how light is reflected from sur-

faces and recognise that the sun can be dangerous. 

After that we will recognise how shadows are formed 

and talk about opaque objects. We will find patterns 

in the way that the size of shadows change. 

History / Geography 
We will continue our history topic on how the An-

glo Saxons lived and the importance of the discov-

ery of Sutton Hoo.  In Geography we will be stud-

ying aspects of North America, Europe and the 

UK. We will be using maps and atlases to focus on 

key physical geographical features including hills, 

mountains and volcanoes.

In art and DT  we aim to begin to look sea-

sonal vegetables and plant. 

We will also study the work of some cartoon 

illustrators, studying techniques to create 

posters and comic strips . We will be incor-

porating texture by blocking in of colour, 

thickened paint and be working on a range of 

scales.  This will be linked to our work on su-

per-heroes. 

Computing 
Kodu is a wonderful free tool from Mi-

crosoft. This term we will be looking at an 

introduction to Kodu where the children will 

start with the basics of designing and pro-

gramming two different games. The game 

will have a superhero theme.  

P.E. 
In PE we will be focusing on athletics and  basketball. 

We will be learning the importance of warming up, 

cooling down, team sportsmanship as well as attacking 

and defending.  We will also start making tactics as a 

team.  

Homework 
One piece of homework will be sent out on a 

Thursday and should be returned to school 

on a Tuesday. The homework will be reading, 

writing or maths. In most instances, it will 

always be linked to work we have covered in 

lesson time and will be designed to consoli-

date or extend learning. Homework this 

term may also link to our key value. 

Spellings for the week will also be sent home 

on a Monday for a test in school the follow-

ing Friday.
