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Literacy

We will begin this half term by completing a
Quest tale. Our literacy work this term will be
influenced by our Hope and Refugee topic and
will be heavily based around our class text- The
Arrival by Shaun Tan. We will imitate and inno-
vate a mode/ text then will invent our own. Chil-
dren will describing settings, characters and
atmosphere. We will also focus on using vocabu-
lary, grammar and punctuation to enhance ef-
fects and clarify meaning. After this, we will
use our work around our topic to look at discus-
sion texts and poetry.

Reading

Again this half ferm we are encouraging a pas-
sion for reading within the classroom. The chil-
dren will be encouraged to write book reviews
sharing what they are reading with their peers.
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Numeracy

This half term we will be completing our work
on multiplication and division. This will then aid
the children to be able to tackle real life calcu-
lation word problems. We will then move onto
statistics focusing on extracting information
from bar charts and line graphs. Towards the
end of term we will begin the topic of fractions
which will be helped by the solid foundations of
multiplication and division. This will include
looking at equivalent fractions, fractions of
quantities and ordering fractions.

R.E.

This half term, we have begun with the topic of
marriage focusing on the signs and symbols of
the sacrament. As we prepare for Christmas,
we will study the topic of Expectations. We will
gain a greater understanding of how Advent is
the church's season of waiting in joyful hope
for the coming of Jesus.

Science

Our Science topic this half term is Properties
and Changes of Materials. We will compare and
group together everyday materials on the basis
of their properties, including their hardness,
solubility, fransparency, conductivity (electrical
and thermal), and response to magnefts.

We will also be investigating to see if certain
materials will dissolve in liquid to form a
solution, and describe how to recover a
substance from a solution.
